Go for a walk around your local 
area and see how many lights 
you can find. What different 
types are there? 

Research a Victorian Christmas 
recipe. Make this for your 
family (with help) and take a 
photograph. Get one of your 
family members to review it!   

Research a dance style and 
learn how to do at least 3 of the 
moves for this type of dance. 
Teach it to someone at home or 
teach the class your dance. 

Practise and improve in a sport 
that you do or would like to do 
outside of school. Write a 
detailed description of how you 
play it, what equipment is 
needed and what it was like.  

I enjoy finding out 
about the world 
around me. 

Annotate a world map or map 
of the UK with all of the places 
your family and friends have 
visited. 

We are learning about light this 
half term, find out how many 
different types of lights you 
have in your house and 
categorise them according to 
the function. 

Research Christmas around the 
world. You could draw and label 
a map with all the facts, present 
your information on 
Powerpoint or design a poster 
to share with the class. 

We support ‘Guide Dogs for the 
Blind.’ Research the charity: 
when and why it was started, 
how the dogs are trained and 
the impact they have on 
people’s lives. 

Research either the Incas or 
Aztecs, two other ancient 
civilisations of Southern 
American. Create a fact file of 
the similarities and differences 
to the Mayans.
